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Course Description

The emergence of the United States as the world’s only superpower, and the attacks of September 11 2001 have profoundly affected American relations with Canada. This course examines various dimensions of the relationship with particular emphasis upon defense and security issues in the post-Cold War era. It begins by placing the relationship in its historical and conceptual context and then turns to an analysis of the multifaceted economic, environmental and cultural links between the two countries. The contemporary relationship is then examined from the bilateral and wider international perspectives. The course concludes by looking at what the American emphasis upon “homeland security,” could mean for the future of relations between the United States and Canada.  Topics here include, National Missile Defense, the establishment of United States Northern Command and domestic counter-terrorism.

Essay

The essay should be typed, 12-15 pages double-spaced (not including notes and bibliography). At least seven different sources should be used. I will review proper formatting and style in class. Students are encouraged to discuss their essays with me and to submit outlines and drafts for review.
