Your grade on each module will be assigned by the faculty member teaching the module. Your final exam will be designed, read, and graded  by the course coordinator. Your course grade will be decided by all 6 faculty and the course coordinator. All the faculty will assign grades using a ten point scale: A= 100-90, B= 80-89, C= 70-79, D= 69-60, and F(or E)= 59-0.

Late assignments will be penalized in accordance with the late assignment policies established by the faculty member teaching the module.
