Assignments and weight: 

Participation: 15%

Students are expected to bring the text to each class, to have the assignment read by the beginning of the class period, and to be able to take part in class discussions. Email is an adjunct to in-class discussion in this course. Students should address all email to both professors (addresses are at the end of this handout); always put “ENGB06” at the beginning of the subject line. All emails are presumed subject to distribution to the class unless the sender asks that they not be. If you are not using your regular Scarborough email address, you must send us an email by the beginning of week two.
In-class assignments: 15%.  3 of 4 will count toward this mark. 

Each assignment will take approximately thirty minutes to write.
Mid-term - Oct. 23, 2-4: 20%

Covers all material (assigned reading, class lecture and discussion, and e-mail discussion) to date.

Essay: 20% 

The essay assignment is a close (i.e. analytic) reading of one of the assigned texts. The essay must be turned in no later than at the beginning of the class hour on the date for discussion of that text. No specific length, but 1250-2000 words would be a good target area. Late essays will not be accepted. 
Final – during the December exam period: 30%

	Regarding Documentation—and the Plagiarism Warning

In the preparation of assignments for this course, you are welcome to consult academic criticism or scholarly materials. For example, you might wish to consult additional background material on the larger topics of this course; or you might want to look at second​ary criticism specific to the text(s) on which you are writing. Please remember that in this course, as in every course you take at this or any university, if you are in​debted to any secondary material of any kind (whether published or un​pub​​lished), both intellectual honesty and good scholarship—as well as your duty to the larger community of students and scholars—require that you acknowledge (by footnote or by parenthetical documentation) all ideas that are not your own as well as all language (phrases or sentences) that comes from another source. 



Citing a work in a bibliography is not sufficient. Please learn and use a standard form of documentation for your pri​mary source(s) as well as for secondary materials. For on-line information about academic documentation, go to http://www.utoronto.ca/writing/document.html.

For this course, please use MLA style (which is identified there as the MLA-system): paren​thetical documentation in the body of the essay, with a complete "Works Cited" list at the end.


Failure to acknow​ledge your debts in essays (or in any other academic circumstances) is plagiarism, which is a serious viola​tion of both university rules and scholarly ethics. Indebtedness that must be acknowledged also includes any assistance in the writing of the essay, including that of friends or relatives, or that of an essay or editorial service. Material obtained on-line in any form must also be acknowledged. Penalties for plagiarism range from a zero on the assignment through fail​​ure in the course to suspension from the university. (For further information and details, see the “Code of Behaviour on Academic Matters” in the 2003-04 Scarborough Calendar, pp. 262-67.)
